Nursery Attendant Job Description

Sunrise United Methodist Church is a Christian community in the Wesleyan/Methodist tradition that seeks to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world. Beyond the worship of God, Sunrise engages people in the journey of discipleship by living out our three core values of: intentional hospitality, spiritual formation for all ages, with an emphasis on children and youth; and mission to our local community and beyond. Recognizing that Christ himself stated the importance of ministry to children (Matthew 19:13-14), Sunrise believes ministry with children is both vital for the salvation and discipleship of children, as well as critical to being a vibrant, healthy, and impactful congregation.

Sunrise United Methodist Church is seeking a Nursery Attendant, available before, during, and after Sunday morning worship services. Currently, Sunday Nursery hours are from 8:45am-12:15pm, but service times are subject to change. Dependent on the availability of the Nursery Attendant during other times of the week, there may also be opportunities to work during other Sunrise events.

Sunrise is seeking a person that will:

Character:

· Model a life in keeping with the core values of Sunrise by showing intentional hospitality, spiritual formation, and mission to our local community and beyond.

Communication:

· Build healthy relationships with children, parents, and other Sunrisers; greet parents and children and welcome children into the nursery
· Contact the parent/caregiver via text if there is an injury or other issue needing attention

Safety:

· Ensure that our check-in and check-out system is followed and inform parents of any problems or behavioral issues
· Fill out an Accident Report Form and contact the Director of Children’s Ministries if an injury occurs
· Sanitize the nursery space before and after each service and remove any small or hazardous objects from the floor or shelves 
· Make sure playground is ready for the next group of children before leaving by covering sand pit and putting away outdoor toys
· Hiring process involves a Background Check and a Background Check is to be completed every two years


Care and nurture:

· Offer a safe and nurturing environment for the spiritual growth of our children, comfort distressed children
· Change wet or dirty diapers as needed or contact the parent/caretaker when a change is necessary
· Engage children through age-appropriate activities such as books, toys, puzzles, etc. If age-appropriate and weather permitting, welcome children to the outdoor playground
· Cell phones should only be visible in nursery if they are being used to text a parent about an issue
· Experience caring for children is preferred
